If your publication requires translation, please provide the final material(s) by Friday, 29 April. This ensures that
there is enough time to translate the publication by the below print deadline. If your materials

require design assistance (outlined above), please note that the final materials will have to be complete, including
the edit/approval process, by this deadline in order to be translated.

FRIDAY, 6 MAY 2022: PRINT DEADLINE ONLY.

If you only need your publication printed, meaning your publication is ready to send directly to the printer
and needs no translation or design/layout modifications, please provide the file to us along with the
quantity you want printed and dimensions of the publication by Friday, 6 May.
