Typically contact information of legal persons is publically
available. However, if it is not publically available, Internet users
might need the contact information to verify the legitimacy of a
commercial domain name

e Contact information of the commercial domain name:
Company Name, Address, and phone number

e Contact information of the person selling goods or services:
Name, phone number and email address

The GDPR specifically mentions fraud prevention as a legitimate

interest

e People selling goods or services online would typically have
their contact information publically available. However, if this
information is not available and is disclosed the registrants'
data is used in a way that is reasonably expected and that
has minimal privacy impact.

e Purpose: Fraud Prevention

e Necessity: The user is to mention the reason for which the
contact information is required and to prove that it cannot be
obtained through other means

e Balance: Disclosure of contact information of commercial
domain names is reasonably expected by the registrant and
has minimal privacy impact

The requestor:

1. Istoidentify that the requested information belongs to a
commercial domain name

2. Isto prove that the contact information is not available
through other means
