Basic Principles under the Rules
1. The ccNSO is a bottom up organization where the members give 

guidance to the Council, as stated in the bylaws; 
2. The ccNSO is open and transparent to members and nonmembers
3. The ccNSO will operate transparently and in public, wherever 

possible and on a non-discriminatory basis 
4. There should be minimum periods of notice for meetings and votes
5. There should be a minimum turnout or quorum for a vote to be valid, 

with a regional representation. 
6. The ccNSO operates on the principle of one member, one vote. 
7. The ccNSO should be able to make decisions both at face to face 

(including teleconference) meetings and, also, by electronic ballot. 
8. The ccNSO wishes to allow non-members to participate in discussions 

on issues before the ccNSO.
