Operations Finance and Budget Working Group Update

The work of the OFB WG follows the annual cycle of ICANN Planning, starting in May-June with the Operating
Initiatives, followed by the development of the IANA Operating Plan and Budget in late July-August. In September-
October ICANN Planning works on the ICANN Operating Plan and Budget. At each of the stages, the OFB WG is
briefed by ICANN Planning and then holds meetings to develop and finalise ALAC responses. At the end of the
calendar year, the OFB WG oversees ALAC and RALOs submissions for Additional Budget Requests (ABRS).

This past year has roughly followed that schedule, with the two meetings in January 2022 providing presentations
on the FY23 ICANN Operating Plan and Budget and the FY23-27 Operating Plan and budget, looking at both the
numbers and Operating Initiatives. Those presentations, the discussion during the meetings and additional
comments made on those documents will form the basis for the ALAC response to both the Operating Plans and
Budgets
