The ccNSO Guideline Review Committee (GRC) informed the ccNSO
membership about the vote on the new ccNSO rules, which propose
to replace the 2004 rules. Voting is expected to begin after
ICANN73. The new rules would have a direct impact on the
governance structure of the ccNSO, specifically on the respective
roles and responsibilities of the ccNSO Council and ccNSO members.

In addition, the GRC launched a discussion on the ccNSO Conflict of
Interest (COI) procedures to seek input from the ccNSO community
and other stakeholders. The discussion revealed the need for ccNSO
Councilors to put forward Statements of Interest, even if the
position does not imply any material or financial aspects.
