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Policy Development

•Part 1 developed a proposed policy for the retirement of ccTLD, which the ICANN Board is currently considering. Part 2 is 
underway, developing a review mechanism on the delegation, transfer, revocation, and retirement of ccTLDs associated with 
country codes assigned to countries and territories on ISO-3166 list. 

•The working group has identified which decisions should be subject to a review and explored the requirements for the 
review mechanism. 

ccNSO PDP3

•Develop a process for (de)selection of IDN ccTLD strings associated with country codes of countries, territories, and other 
areas of geopolitical interest listed in ISO-3166. 

•By ICANN74, all three subgroups will have completed their initial proposals, or will be in the final phases of doing so.

ccNSO PDP4

•This EPDP has begun work which focuses on two main areas: 1) the definition of gTLDs and the management of variant 
labels; and 2) how the IDN Implementation Guidelines should be updated in the future. 

•There are 48 questions under seven topics, and there is proactive coordination with ccPDP4. 

GNSO EPDP IDNs

•The GNSO Council formed the EPDP-TempSpec Phase 2 Small Team consisting of GNSO Council members and 
EPDP-TempSpec team members. It was tasked with analyzing the ODA and provide the GNSO Council with its feedback. 

•The small team submitted its preliminary report to the GNSO Council on 4 April 2022. The GNSO Council requested that the 
ICANN Board instruct ICANN org to develop SSAD Light. 

GNSO EPDP TempSpec Phase 2 Recommendations

•Launched in two phases to review the current Consensus Policy governing transfers of domain names from one registrar to 
another. 

•The Transfer Policy has not been reviewed since 2014, and updates to privacy laws have made the policy unworkable for 
many registrars because the requirements were based on access to a public WHOIS directory.
