I have been awarded three I[CANN fellowships as a mentor. During ICANN in Finland,
Singapore and South-Africa. It was an interesting experience because I had to mentor/coach
mentees on the internet and domain names related issues a few weeks before the meeting. 1
have succeeded in these tasks, and at the moment 4 out of 6 of the mentees are very active on
ICANN or ICT issues in their country. I can mention Wisdom Donkor, my mentee in 2012,
was an UN MAG member and very active in [CANN (GNSO)

Another wonderful mentor experience I did was with Digital Grassroots Organization
for its mentorship program in October 2018. I was the mentor of Dedlyne Cloiseau of Haiti
and Amen Ega from Togo, youth students. We had two discussions and sessions per week on
issues. We organized research activities and case studies. At the end, we defined strategies to
participate in local, regional and global debates. For instance, after the program, Dedlyne
joined ISOC Haiti, followed ICANN and IGF activities, and recently, she was selected for the
ICANN 72 and 75 Fellowship program.
