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Heat map: Topic prioritisation
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BACKGROUND. IGLC held a working session at ICANN75, where the group further explored the topics on the
heat map from a regional perspective. This resulted in a table, which was circulated end 2022 to the IGLC
mailing list for further comments or possible additions.
