The Applicant Support Program (ASP)
was developed in 2012 to assist
potential new gTLD applicants seeking
both financial and non-financial
support.

The GAC represents governments and
Intergovernmental Organizations (IGOs), and
advises ICANN on public policy matters. The GAC
emphasized the importance of increasing the
number and geographical distribution of
applications from underrepresented or
underserved regions in future rounds of New gTLDs
through the Applicant Support Program. For the
Next Round, some countries within the GAC could
potentially be interested in applying for new gTLDs
through the ASP.



ALAC agrees with GAC's position on ensuring that the
- Next Round is a truly global opportunity to contribute
to the evolution of the DNS. Potential new gTLD
applicants representing different communities and
interests would urge for expanded eligibility criteria to
qualify for applications through the ASP. Sub-groups
within the ALAC may also focus on different causes
such as the need for the ASP to include support for
accessibility, culture and lanquage preservation

(through Internationalized Domain Nomes, IDNs) etc.



The GNSO, comprising different stakeholder
groups and constituencies, holds diverse views on
the ASP. Specifically from the Contracted Parties

House (CPH), existing registries and registrars
would support clear eligibility criterio.and
stringent reviews for the ASP assessment.
Existing registries fulfilling the eligibility criterio.
could also apply for a new gTLD through the ASP.
