the people coming from the private sector to assist them in whatever matter they might
need.

| believe | have built over the year a strong relationship with stakeholders from all parts of
ICANN, and know at least by name most of the active community members. It is always a
personal pleasure to me to be able to put into contact entrants and community veterans,
especially when there is clear potential for collaboration.
