* The policy cannot stipulate any pricing
limitations for the change of control function, as
this would be an intrusion in to the competive
registrar market. Registrants will presume that
fees, if any, will be at or below existing transfer
fees. Registrars should assume that any fees will
result in Registrants using other means to
cirumvent approved change of control processes.

* The Process must identify both the Assignor and
Assignee to a reasonable degree.

* The Process must confirm consent from both the
Assignor and Assignee. The responsibility for
obtaining consent will be with the Gaining registrar.

The
responsibiilty for obtaining acceptance will be with
the gaining registrar.

* The Process must require the Gaining Registrar
to retain these confirmations according to the
existing Data Retention provisions of the RAA, and
provide these to the appropriate Registry or ICANN
upon request.
