(2 0 l 3 ra 2 0 ]_ 6) In December 2012, ICANN called for the creation of a working group to develop an engagement strategy for the Middle East, and
invited ICANN community and constituency members to join this effort.

22 people from various sectors and 11 countries in the region participated. Working together the group formulated a strategy
focusing on the needs and priorities of the region within the scope of ICANN's role. To achieve the goals of the program 3
strategic focus areas were defined by the working group: DNS Security and Stability, Domain Name Industry, and the Internet
Governance Ecosystem.
