1. Activity: Please describe your proposed activity in detail

For many years the SSAC has produced and provided a workshop on security and stability issues at the IGF.
Each year the SSAC asks for funding for an SSAC member to travel to the IGF to support this workshop. The
issues discussed at the workshop are selected from the SSAC activities that have resulted in published documents
and would be most applicable to the IGF attendees. These include: dangers to the Internet economy from
irresponsibility at scale; best practices for protecting domain names; best practices for DNSSEC

deployment; best practices for mitigating DNS attacks; DNS blocking; and best practices for preserving security
and stability in the credential management lifecycle. This workshop is one aspect of the SSAC outreach efforts to
make the wider community aware of SSAC work and key security and stability issues. Beginning next fiscal year,
the SSAC may consider requesting funding for outreach efforts at other venues in addition to, or instead of, the
IGF.
