l An ICANN consensus policy governing the procedure and requirements for registrants to transfer

their domain names from one registrar to another.

l Formerly called the Inter‐Registrar Transfer Policy (IRTP) which went into effect in November 2004.

l GNSO reviewed the policy once before, shortly after implementation.

Previous Discussion on the Issue

l On April 22, 2019, ICANN Org delivered the Transfer Policy Status Report to the GNSO Council.
l On September 19, 2019, the GNSO Council agreed to launch a call for volunteers for a Transfer Policy 

Review Scoping Team.

l On April 6, 2020, the Transfer Policy Review Scoping Team delivered its Transfer Policy Review Scoping 

Paper to the GNSO Council for its consideration.

l On January 12, 2021, ICANN Org published the Final Issue Report on a Policy Development Process to 

Review the Transfer Policy.

responsibility of the ICANN Board)

• Next Step: Continue to work with ICANN Legal and proceed by a 
Topic Driven working method
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Policy Session- IDN ccPDP4
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• The purpose of SOPC is to coordinate and organize the participation of 
ccTLD managers in ICANN strategic and operational planning 
processes

• The SOPC regularly holds joint meetings with its counterpart from the 
Generic Supporting Organization

• The groups discussed whether to continue with ranking the importance 
for them of ICANN org‘s Operating Initiatives and Functional Activities

• The ranking is used to share views and to focus the attention on specific 
Initiatives considered important by the specific group

• At ICANN71, the SOPC agreed to further improve and repeat this 
exercise in the future. Moreover, the SOPC met with the ICANN org 
Planning Team on what the community may expect over the next 
couple of months in terms of planning and finance topics

• Adopted the policy recommendations for ccPDP3 regarding the retirement 
of ccTLDs.

• The ICANN Board are actively discussing whether ICANN 72, 
scheduled for Seattle, should be a hybrid meeting that allows for 
some form of face-to-face participation.
• ICANN org conducted a survey of the ICANN community that 

suggests that there is support for conducting a hybrid meeting in 
Seattle, with certain safety measures or precautions in place.
• The Board and ICANN’s CEO do appear sensitive to the potentially 

negative impact on global participation if a meeting takes place in 
Seattle where the only in-person attendance is from North America.

• Face-to-face ICANN meetings put all participants on an equal footing 
by overcoming time zone differences. 
• Provide an opportunity for APAC’s diverse cultural and language 

groups to get together and to establish relationships that enable 
continued participation in between meetings.
• Representation and participation from APAC in ICANN activities has 

been significant over the years. 
• A face-to-face meeting that excludes a significant portion of the 

community will only serve to disadvantage those unable to attend 
and may result in a decline in representation from the APAC region.



Recommendation

• The APAC Space consider sending a statement to the Board that 
outlines: 

• the benefits of in-person meetings from a regional perspective
• the challenges that will likely mean no or very limited in-person attendance 

at ICANN 72
• possible consequences of this inability to attend

And requests:
• If a hybrid meeting does go ahead, that it be limited to a pilot of a 

community group or effort, for example the Board, the NomCom or a 
working group

• If the Board decides to proceed with a hybrid meeting that they explain how 
proceeding with limited global participation contributes to the global public 
interest.
