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WS2 Subgroup Timelines

period planned for October 2016 and the final output to be
presented at the ICANN meeting in Copenhagen.

The more complex topics will take longer to develop and as
such will provide an update on the progress of the
subgroup’s work in Copenhagen, with a Public Comment
period planned for February 2017 with the final report
expected to be delivered in June 2017 to be presented at
the ICANN meeting in Johannesburg.
