Creating plans for implementing and executing changes to registrant data collection
requirements, managing policy compliance and RDDS are part of my day-to-day work.
| was a member of the translation and transliteration working group and have
deliberated the underlying policy questions with ICANN community members. While |
have no practical experience with the implementation of such data transformation
routines, | am familiar with the theoretical concepts and have considered potential
practical impacts of all suggestions at that time.

| have studies and investigated the ICANN procedure for Handling of Whois Conflicts
with local laws and have found it severely lacking effective trigger mechanisms. At the
GNSO council level | have encouraged council to re-examine the means of initiating
this procedure to allow contracted parties to obtain an exemption prior to facing or
risking regulatory or legal penalties.

My handling of incoming abuse notifications at Key-Systems and Moniker (Registrars)
and defining internal processes to resolve complaints allows a deep insight in current
trends in abuse vectors for registered domain names and cybercrime issues as
experiences by our and other registrars. We regularly work with law enforcement
agencies in efforts to contain or shut down illegal activities.

| negotiated with ICANN's GDD team for months to ultimately define process for
WHOIS Data Retention Waivers and to ultimately obtain a waiver for various registrars.
