(i) RDDS or Registrant Data Directory Services refers to the information that a person
provides while registering a domain that is (a) Registrant Information, (b) Technical
Information, (c) Billing Information (d) Administrative Information.

Mostly all these 4 information have the same "Email", "Phone", "Address" and "Name
Server" and other information attached to it.

(iii) From looking at a WHOIS contact information, | can read and understand the
information to be required for further processing.

(iv) WHOIS conflicts are usually solved using UDRP (Uniform Domain-Name
Dispute-Resolution Policy) which has a process on which a Domain dispute is resolved
considering the trademarks and privacy laws are not hindered.

(v) Malware and abuse vectors are malicious codes which replicates itself within the
network. Cyber Crimes occur when a malware is deployed into a network by hackers
and it replicates itself in it.

(vi) WHOIS Data Retention Policy states that a registrar needs to keep the WHOIS
information of the domain for a period of more than registration expiration. Waiver
process applies to registrars who are in the same jurisdiction.
