- personal data protection according to Ukraine law;

- issues that concern obtaining full and valid registrant information from registrar;

- issues of valid presenting IDN domains name and UTF-8 registrant information in
WHOIS output.

Of course registry of ccTLd can not avoid some experience in malware and abuse
handling.
