How to complete your application

2. All sections of each form need to be filled in by the applicant. If given criteria (e.g.
expertise) does not apply to the applicant, (s)he will leave the box empty.

3. Once the applicant has completed the form, (s)he will save it on his
computer/tablet/smartphone.

4. The applicant will create a new email message addressed to reviews@icann.org, attach
the form which (s)he previously saved and submit their application for consideration.

5. The applicant shall submit his application before December 7 2016, 23:59 UTC.

	Previous ICANN Experience: I joined the EWG on RDS in 2013, the NCSG in 2014, and the GNSO Council as an NCSG representative in 2014.  I am now re-elected for another two year term.  I have participated on the following working groups:  GNSO policy/implementation WG, PPSAI PDP, IAG on WHOIS conflicts with law, and am currently on the GNSO RDS PDP.  I also participated in previous ICANN conferences, speaking at a 2005 privacy forum as  a representative of the Privacy Commissioner of Canada, and attending the Montreal meeting in 2003 when representatives of the EU came to discuss WHOIS.
	Education: I have a BA and MA from Carleton University and am currently a doctoral candidate in the Faculty of Information, University of Toronto.  My dissertation is on why ICANN has resisted compliance with data protection law, and I have done considerable research into the history of the WHOIS struggle in order to complete this dissertation.  
	Professional Certifications: I have a certificate in risk management from the Sprott School at Carleton University.  I was a member of the Board of IAPP in 2002-3, but did not complete the certificate in privacy which they offer.  I was the Director of Privacy Policy at Industry Canada, responsible for supervising the drafting of the Canadian data protection legislation, PIPEDA.

	Expertise: Since I joined the ICANN volunteer community in 2013, I have learned a great deal about the DNS, both in my work on committees and for my research on my dissertation.  In 2004, I had worked with CIRA to develop their privacy policy, so I had already investigated DNS and particularly registration data issues. 
As indicated above, I learned a lot about the DNS and RDS issues when working on the EWG.  This has prompted me to focus my dissertation on aspects of the WHOIS struggle, and I have done considerable research on the matter.
I am familiar with the translation and transliteration of contact information, as a GNSO  councilor who has reviewed the results of the pdp, and for my research.   I served on the IAG which worked on the triggers for the WHOIS conflicts with law.
While working in government, I dealt with policy issues related to spam and abuse, both as a policy impact analyst at Industry Canada, Director of Privacy Policy, and DIrector of Policy at the Office of the Privacy Commissioner.  I currently volunteer for the APWG on their Stop Think Connect program.  I also attended the G8 Cybercrime meetings in 2002, representing the private sector as the CPO of Zero Knowledge Systems, a software company based in Montreal which was marketing anonymity software.  As CPO of that company I was aware of a range of abuse issues.
Given my policy background, I have participated in a range of activities related to data retention issues.  I participated in the WHOIS conflicts with law IAG, and understand the waiver issues associated with ICANN policy, and the requirements of data protection law. 
You have not asked any questions about the matter of transborder dataflow and jurisdictional issues.  These matters are critical for an understanding of the issues surrounding privacy and data protection as it applies to data retention and use.  I represented Canada for 10 years at the OECD on the ICCP, during which period I was doing research on Canada's private sector privacy law.  I am very familiar with TBDF problems and challenges. 
	Skills: I believe I understand how the multi-stakeholder community works at the ground level, through my very active participation at ICANN since joining in 2013.  I have also studied the academic literature on multistakeholderism and Internet governance.
I believe I have a good attitude towards participation....I am often inspired to take a position advancing privacy arguments, because there is an acknowledged lack of privacy expertise here at ICANN.  However, I spent my career in government managing a balanced approach to policy related to telecoms and IT where it was imperative to hear all views, and I believe I have mastered that ability to hear all sides. I also, wearing the scholar's hat, must provide analysis that is unbiased and factually sound.  I believe I have demonstrated a willingness to learn while volunteering here at ICANN, and have spent considerable effort trying to understand the rather complex technical implications of RDS data and the systems employed in DNS adminstration.  As for willingness to learn....who goes back to school to get a PhD after a 35 year career in government? 
The matter of policy for RDS is complex; I believe I have amply demonstrated my analytical skills in previous work on various committees.  If not, I would assure evaluators of these applications that the University of Toronto would not have approved my candidacy for the PhD had I not sufficiently demonstrated my analytical skills on this very topic.  
	Motivation: Regardless of how narrowly the mandate of this particular Review team is scoped, there are privacy issues behind most elements of RDS. One principal motivation that I have, is to a resource for privacy expertise where required.  I have noted that there is a distinct lack of privacy expertise at ICANN, at the practical (ie as an adminstrator) at the policy (as one who drafts policy) and in terms of legal interpretation.  I feel I can contribute usefully here, and have done so in previous committee work.
I also served on the EWG, it is important to harvest the learning from that 1.5 year experience.  I now serve on the RDS PDP, it is important that these two exercises are mutually informed, by having reps who are on both groups.
I believe I have the confidence of the NCSG and could represent their views neutrally on this exercise.
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
