Accordingly, please be mindful of any personal information 
submitted, and please inform us if any of this information should be redacted from the public 
posting. 

How to complete your application 

1. This application form is divided in 4 main sections:
• Applicant Information
• Expertise
• Skills
• Motivation for serving on the Review Team

2. All sections of each form need to be filled in by the applicant. If given criteria (e.g.
expertise) does not apply to the applicant, (s)he will leave the box empty.

3. Once the applicant has completed the form, (s)he will save it on his
computer/tablet/smartphone.

4. The applicant will create a new email message addressed to reviews@icann.org, attach
the form which (s)he previously saved and submit their application for consideration.

5. The applicant shall submit his application before December 7 2016, 23:59 UTC.

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	Previous ICANN Experience: Since participating in the NextGen@ICANN programme at ICANN 54 in Dublin in 2015,
I have continued to remain engaged in the ICANN community and have worked to build my profile and expertise in the Domain Name System. I have now been fortunate enough to attend four ICANN meetings, and along the way I have deepened my understanding of the organisation’s mission and strategic objectives. Last December I joined the Non-Commercial Users Constituency (NCUC) of the GNSO's Non-Commercial Stakeholders Group (NCSG), and I have made efforts to become more and more involved in the policy work of the NCUC and the NCSG. I have now been lead penhand for three public consultations which the NCSG has responded to, and have actively participated in the Next Generation RDS PDP WG since its inception in January 2016. I regularly report back to the NCUC on the activities of this working group, translating developments into mainstream, audience-focused language that maintains the rigour of the original thinking. I also observe the New gTLD Subsequent Procedures PDP WG, the CCWG on Internet Governance, and, when I can, the At-Large Review Working Party. In addition, I have served on the selection committee for the NextGen@ICANN programme thrice. I am looking forward to contributing productively to the WHOIS Review, if I am fortunate enough to be chosen to serve on this review team.

	Expertise: There will be candidates for this Review Team who have a deeper knowledge of WHOIS policy and implementation issues than I do. I understand this will be the case, because these issues are multi-layered and transnational, and there are unique technical and operational requirements that I will not be intimately familiar with as a newer member to the ICANN space. These policies have been shaped over the past decade by Advisory Committees, Supporting Organisations (and their constituencies), global law enforcement agencies, privacy experts, applicable laws, and the status quo – I cannot pretend to know every layer well, but I do have a knowledge of ICANN and its working practices and culture, as informed by my participation in the Next Generation RDS PDP WG and gained through observing two other WGs, and I have both the capacity and desire to draw fact-based conclusions and feasible and useful recommendations. I have expertise in analysing legislative and regulatory proposals concerning privacy, data protection, data security, and other related technology issues, and can advise the Review Team on the privacy implications of WHOIS in the EU region, particularly in light of new legal frameworks. I also have experience in actively engaging with policy makers, regulators, and other parties and in building appropriate relationships. Given my less extensive background with WHOIS to-date, I believe I can bring a sufficiently-qualified yet independent set of eyes to this Review Team.
	Skills: My professional profile aligns well with the characteristics desired of the Review Team.
I understand and believe in the multistakeholder model of Internet governance as practiced at ICANN, and enjoy working across stakeholder groups to improve ICANN and its processes. I have current knowledge of European data protection and privacy legislation, and an awareness of relevant digital policy issues which have the potential to affect this Review.
I have an interest in the Domain Name System, both in its future and in understanding its historical evolution. In addition, I have a demonstrated ability to make sound judgements under tight deadlines, and a proven track record in producing results both independently
and in a team environment. I have experience in conducting both qualitative and quantitative research on complex topics and in breaking down the insights into digestible overviews, and have a global outlook which is sensitive to language and cultural norms.

	Motivation: I am motivated to serve on the second WHOIS Review Team because its task – assessing the usage of the directory and the accuracy of the data it holds, as well as the privacy implications of the collection and provision of access to this data, and how all of this has been shaped by numerous working groups, task forces, and studies, past and present – is crucial to ICANN’s long-term future. Through its reviews, the Affirmation of Commitments provides a framework for refining and improving the very bottom-up, multistakeholder model that ICANN is based upon. I wish to get involved in this improvement process and to contribute to the objectives that the community has recently set for ICANN – affirmation of purpose, operations excellence, greater internationalisation, and the organic evolution of the multistakeholder model – because I care about the continued success and longevity of ICANN. In addition,
I believe my participation in the Review will leave me with a broader, more pragmatic view of the wide spectrum of issues facing the RDS. I consider myself to be a highly motivated, well-organised team player comfortable working on technology policy issues and with a background and interest in privacy and data protection. I have experience in drafting comments, engaging with stakeholders, and in working to reach solutions through consensus, and these are all skills I intend to bring to the Review Team if I am so fortunate as to be selected to serve on it.
