UDRPs are
generally against entities, not the people who are principals in that entity. Thus, if an individual is a
principal in a company that was subject to 10 cybersquatting cases, that individual would not faill the
background check if he or she were part of a new gTLD application.

Jeff Neuman:not just worked for it, but was an owner of it or other principal

Phil Buckingham:when we are talking about criminal history - does that even include a driving ban .
Needs to be defined more clearly.next time .

Steve Coates:What is criminal in one place may not be in another.
