2. All sections of each form need to be filled in by the applicant. If given criteria (e.g.
expertise) does not apply to the applicant, (s)he will leave the box empty.

3. Once the applicant has completed the form, (s)he will save it on his
computer/tablet/smartphone.

4. The applicant will create a new email message addressed to reviews@icann.org, attach
the form which (s)he previously saved and submit their application for consideration.

	Expertise: I developed the Virtual Registrar software, a SaaS solution for companies keen to enter into the domains registration business. The project was  implemented in 2011 and is developed and supported by 2 people and includes provision of WHOIS Data.

I am familiar with problems of Translation and Transliteration of WHOIS Contact Information, thanks to a 4 year-long record of work in registrar companies and 6 years of experience in TCI Ltd., the .RU/.РФ Registry. 

I actively contributed to development of applications under the ICANN’s new gTLD Program for new gTLD domains .ДЕТИ and .TATAR with the technical (including Whois) and security-related sections thereof (2012)

I actively contribute to various conferences (CENTR Technical, Security, R&D, IETF, RIPE, ENOG) with my reflections  on security-related  applied research. I also sit on the ENOG Program Committee and  authored over 100 papers on various aspects of cybersecurity. 

I developed the “Blacklist aggregator” project to collect domain abuse-related data from various sources. The data is collected, partitioned on a per-TLD basis and sent to Registries for anti-abuse purposes (2015).

I have strong cryptography skills. I acively participate in activities of the Russian Technical Committee for standardization «Cryptography and Security Mechanisms» (TC 26), http://tc26.ru/en/ (2012 – present time). I developed documents describing the usage of GOST ciphersuites in DTLS (work in progress) and co-authored RFC 7836 “Guidelines on the Cryptographic Algorithms to Accompany the Usage of Standards GOST R 34.10-2012 and GOST R 34.11-2012” (2016).

I am well familiar with DNS, including DNS Privacy solutions.

• Added support of the GOST 2012 cryptographic algorithms to the openssl library 1.1.0 (https://git.openssl.org/gitweb/?p=openssl.git;a=commitdiff;h=e44380a990a3edf1cd0c190c6459c8c026d53646).
• Development of a demo solution similar to the Keyless SSL (https://blog.cloudflare.com/keyless-ssl-the-nitty-gritty-technical-details/) to avoid placing private key on the all frontend servers in case of cloud-based hosting to improve PKI availability for cloud-based hosting. 
• Co-author of RFC 7836 “Guidelines on the Cryptographic Algorithms to Accompany the Usage of Standards GOST R 34.10-2012 and GOST R 34.11-2012”
• Described applicability of the KCI attack to the GOST ciphersuites (internal discussion) and a provided a backward-compatible workaround.
• Active contributor to the work related to usage of EAI email addresses in X.509 certificates, provided an implementation of the RFC draft https://tools.ietf.org/html/draft-ietf-lamps-eai-addresses-03, (2016 – ongoing).
• Maintainer of the GOST openssl engine (https://github.com/gost-engine/engine).
