2. All sections of each form need to be filled in by the applicant. If given criteria (e.g.
expertise) does not apply to the applicant, (s)he will leave the box empty.

3. Once the applicant has completed the form, (s)he will save it on his
computer/tablet/smartphone.

4. The applicant will create a new email message addressed to reviews@icann.org, attach
the form which (s)he previously saved and submit their application for consideration.

5. The applicant shall submit his application before December 7 2016, 23:59 UTC.

	Expertise: - I am conversant to a high degree with the operation of the DNS, which is one of the areas of legal practice I have been in and also taught as part of a law & technology course at University.
- I am very familiar with the WHOIS requirements which is a key registration of ccTLD's in Kenya but also because it is a key touch point for disputes when it becomes apparent that the WHOIS info given at the time of application was incorrect or contentious in the first place.
- I am also very familiar from my practice and teaching experience of cybercrime in the DNS and broadly on using the internet.
- I am not familiar with the WHOIS retention waiver process.
- I am somewhat familiar with the ICANN procedure for handling WHOIS conflicts with privacy law based on my understanding of privacy law. 
- I am not familiar with the translation and transliteration of WHOIS contact information. 
	Skills: - Having interacted with ICANN fora at the local level I have a better understanding of the immense multistakeholder process that is ICANN which in many ways is the story of ICANN's evolution.
-Over the course of my career I have had the opportunity to work with several teams in different multistakeholder processes both at local and regional level. I have had the opportunity to represent the Kenya Government in the past in the legal/contractual process that led to the laying of the TEAMS cable and the EAssy Cable.
- The ICANN engagement process being one that I am relatively new to holds great interests and learnings for me which would hopefully add value to my role as a Board member at the Kenya registry. I believe my legal training and experience of fifteen years would hold me in good stead as regards objective engagement, analytical skills and consensus seeking. 
	Motivation: - Having formally rejoined the Board of KeNIC as a Legal Director, and also being a practitioner of ICT law in Kenya and the region, there are an increasing number of issues and disputes relating to domain names and the emerging issues therein. One of the fundamental issues of dispute has been the effectiveness,place of substance of the WHOIS information when submitting applications for domain names at the ccTLD. Since the heart of the rules and the philosophy behind it emanates from ICANN practices and guidelines, I would be interested in a deeper understanding thereof and as such be a participant in the process of review of the Registration Directory Service. 

We are getting an increasing number of ccTLD disputes being brought to the dipute resolution process at KeNIC and also in the High Court of Kenya.  Therefore being a participant in the process of the said review would give me insight into possible review of our internal dispute resolution policy.
