What is the Latin America and
the Caribbean (LAC) Strategy?

The LAC Strategy is a plan created by the LAC
ICANN community. Its main objectives are to
extend ICANN’s engagement in the region and
to support the work of the LAC communities and
regional organizations that participate in ICANN.

Sixteen representatives from the LAC community
drafted the plan, which includes 75 projects.
Regional working groups establish the objectives,
goals, implementation and metrics for the projects.

« Dissemination and participation

« Technology and operations

« Economic issues
