* Process by which ICANN involves people who may be affected
by ICANN’s work or can influence the implementation of its
decisions.




What is Engagement at ICANN?

* Representing ICANN with various groups, bring in new
participants in ICANN and maintaining relationships with
existing stakeholders

» Supporting stakeholders to become active participants and
leaders in ICANN’s activities, and supporting the work of other
functions of ICANN Org with the community
