From 26 — 29 June 2017, African Regional At-Large Organisation (AFRALO) members,
together with other attendees, gathered in Johannesburg, South Africa for the Internet
Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN) 59 meeting. 42 participants from
26 countries represented their respective At-Large Structures (ALSes) in the General
Assembly and other capacity building sessions during the meeting.
