The undersigned RIPE NCC and EURALO (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Parties” or individually as the “Party”) wish to commit to an ongoing collaboration for
the promotion of Internet coordination activities in the European region.

Whereas:

l. The RIPE NCC and EURALQ recognise the benefits of mutual
collaboration and support between the Parties on Internet-related issues.

Il Respect for each party’s independence is recognised and activities will be
undertaken in the spirit of partnership to support Internet coordination
activities and to extend the benefit of the Internet to all stakeholders.

M. All collaboration is carried out on a voluntary basis by both parties. Nothing
in this agreement shall’be construed to be legally binding and enforceable
in any court of law.

Both Parties agree to.collaborate in the following ways:

1.0 Regularly updating each other on areas and activities of mutual interest.

2.0 Encouraging awareness of each other’s activities and mission among their
respective members, including encouraging Internet end users’ participation in
EURALO and in the RIPE community.

3.0 Promoting Internet development in the European region by encouraging
participation infora relating to Internet standards, policy development and
Internet governance.

4.0 Promoting an open, bottom-up, multistakeholder Internet governance model.

5.0 Raising awareness about JPv6 adoption and its importance to the future growth Deleted: Promoting the use of

of the Internet.
