Some observations to reflect on as Africa...

The African community has become much more active, but still needs to participate more
effectively, especially in the New ICANN.

Capacity building in Africa is a long term and resourceful hence will require strategic partnerships
to be developed. What is Africas strategy for ICANN!

Though governments now have an understanding of ICANN and its remit, they still expect ICANN

to respond to issues pertaining to Internet security, personal data processing and their positioning
in Internet governance discussions.

Issues such as digital economy and the Internet’s contribution to national and regional economic
development are becoming crucial and the specific role of ICANN is being questioned.
