Tips & tricks: increase the level of
involvement (1)

Questions

e Open with a question

e Allow for questions from the audience throughout the
presentation

e Invite the audience to type questions in the Zoom chat
e Ask for reactions, do not only ask for questions




Tips & tricks: increase the level of
involvement (2)

Bl Measure the temperature

e Show of cards

e Ask for feedback on a certain topic prior to a presentation, and
see whether the feedback changed after the presentation

involvement (3)

B Discussions

e Small groups / break-out sessions
e World Cafée
e Moderated panel discussion
